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	Procedure for Emergency Weather Conditions – High Winds


When high winds are being experienced, which are/have been forecast as having gust speeds of 80 MPH or more, the mobile classroom should be evacuated.  The occupants should be moved to a permanent building, notwithstanding that this may result in the temporary closure of the Pre-school.

Irrespective of forecasted wind speeds, any mobile classroom whose main structure (not including doors and windows) appears to be moving should be evacuated.

Procedure

· In high winds, regularly check the weather conditions via Met Office website  

· The evacuation procedure will follow that of the Fire Evacuation procedure.
· The Leader will place the Emergency Weather Conditions Notice to Parents/Carers on the front door.
· The Leader will ensure that all doors are closed and the front door is locked.
· All staff members and children will proceed to St Sampson’s School where they will wait in the hall (see consent letter June 2013 in the policy and procedures file.)
· The Leader will contact all parents to come and collect their children immediately from St Sampson’s School.

· If the Leader is unable to contact a child’s parents, the Uncollected Child policy will be adopted.
