· Significant changes such as structural alterations or extensions are reported to Ofsted. 
·  A risk assessment is done to ensure the security of the building during building work.
· Door handles are placed high, or alternative safety measures are in place.
· Chairs are stacked safely and not too high.
· There are no trailing wires; all radiators are guarded.
· Windows are opened regularly to ensure flow of air.
· Floors are properly dried after mopping up spills.
· Staff and children wear indoor Crocs/slippers indoors. 
· Children do not have unsupervised access to the lobby.
· Socket safety inserts are unnecessary, as there is no safety reason to use them, modern plug sockets are designed to remove risk of electrocution if something is poked into them. 
· The blind cords are at a height not accessible to the children.
