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The clean up box is in the sluice room and contains the following

· Micro Clean (fluid for bodily fluids)
· Bio Guard (granules for vomit – leave for 2/3 minutes to form a gel)
· Disinfectant

· Paper towels

· Disposable gloves

· Disposable aprons

· Plastic bags
· A copy of this procedure
1. Place an immediate cordon around the bodily fluids/vomit so that all children and adults avoid the area before fetching the clean up box.  Make other adults aware. 

2. Put on gloves and an apron before you begin the clear up.

3. Use Micro Clean/Bio Guard and disposable absorbent paper towels to clean the area as thoroughly as possible.

4. Apply disinfectant and dab dry with paper towels.

5. Disposable gloves and paper towels should be placed in a plastic bag and placed in the nappy bin.  Care should be taken when removing the gloves to avoid contamination of the hands. However, whether or not any contamination occurs, the hands should be thoroughly washed with soap and water after the gloves are removed.

6. Remove the cordon.

7. Please replace stock as necessary.
